INTENDED USE

T

he reciprocating saw is intended to be used only by

adults who have read and understood the instructions

a

nd warnings in this manual, and can be considered

responsible for their actions.

With appropriate blades fitted, the product is designed
to cut wood, plastic, drywall, and metal up to the depth
described in the specification table.

T

he product is designed for handheld use. The product

is not to be mounted onto a workbench unless specific
instructions about how to do this are given by the
manufacturer of the product.

Do not use the product for any other purpose. Use of the

p

roduct for operations different from intended could result

in a hazardous situation.

GENERAL POWER TOOL SAFETY WARNINGS

A WARNING

Read all safety warnings, instructions, illustrations
and specifications provided with this power tool.
Failure to follow all instructions listed below may result in
electric shock, fire and/or serious injury.

Save all warnings and instructions for future reference.

The term “power tool” in the warnings refers to your
mains-operated (corded) power tool or battery-operated
(cordless) power tool.

WORK AREA SAFETY

Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark
areas invite accidents.

Do not operate power tools in explosive
atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable
liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks
which may ignite the dust or fumes.

Keep children and bystanders away while operating
a power tool. Distractions can cause you to lose
control.

ELECTRICAL SAFETY

Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never
modify the plug in any way.

RESIDUAL RISKS

Even when the reciprocating saw is used as prescribed, it is
still impossible to completely eliminate certain residual risk
factors.

— Use the lowest speed setting which achieves the
task. Limit exposure. See risk reduction.
m  Injury caused by dust

Do not eat, drink, or smoke in the work area. Ensure
adequate ventilation.
m  Electric shock

NOTE: When working on walls, ceilings, or floors, take

m After each period of operation, exercise to increase
blood circulation.

ADJUSTING THE SHOE ASSEMBLY

m  The product has a shoe assembly that pivots up and
down in both directions to ensure the shoe is flat
against the cutting surface at all times. The adjustable
shoe also slides in and out, which allows for the use of
the blade teeth at different positions on the blade.

= Press the saw blade into the saw blade holder up to the
stop. Make sure that the saw blade is fixed securely.

OPERATION TIPS

You may cut metals such as sheet steel, pipe steel rods,
aluminum, brass, and copper with the product.

A WARNING
Be careful not to twist or bend the saw blade.

Do not force the product.

m Use cutting oil when cutting soft metals and steel.
Cutting oil also keeps the blades cool, increases cutting
action, and prolongs blade life.

m Clamp the workpiece firmly and cut close to the
clamping point to eliminate any vibration of the work.

To cut a thin-sheet material, place the material
between two hardboards or plywood and clamp the
layers to eliminate vibration and material tearing.
